The parking lot is a very busy place during drop off and pick up. Please
review these few reminders to help make the parking lot a safe place to be!

- The brst two spots in the brst row are reserved for church staff. Please refrain
from parking in these spots.

If you are using the carpool lane (which will be opened after the mandatory parent
meeting) please stay as close to the curb as you can. The line can get pretty long
and create some congestion in the parking lot, especially during the winter
months. Staying close to the curb will allow the other cars to access the parking
spots.

The Prst car in the car pool lane needs to stop at the silver pole with the red tape
on the left hand side (in front of the playground fence) when the gate is being
used. This will allow the gate to be opened when the carpool lane is opened.

The playground may be in use after school. Please be alert of families entering
and exiting the playground area!
